On the occasion of the Birth Centenary of Bharat Ratna Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee 

Ji, Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Degree College, Gonda organized a series of academic 

and cultural competitions on 23 December 2025 at the Lalita Shastri 

Auditorium. The programme was conducted as per the directions of the District 

Inspector of Schools (DIOS) and was supported by the Cultural Committee and 

IQAC of the college. The main objective of the programme was to commemorate 

the life, personality, and national contributions of Atal Ji and to inspire students 

with his ideals of democracy, nationalism, leadership, and cultural values. 

The common theme of all the competitions was “The Personality and 

Contributions of Bharat Ratna Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee Ji.” Students from 

various schools and colleges of Gonda district participated enthusiastically. 

Three major competitions were organized, namely the Essay Writing 

Competition, the Speech Competition, and the Solo Poetry Recitation 

Competition, which provided a platform for students to express their views on 

Atal Ji’s vision, leadership, democratic values, and poetic sensitivity. 

The Essay Writing Competition was coordinated by Dr. Rachna Srivastava and 

Dr. Manish Pal, while the judging panel included Prof. Shashi Bala and Dr. Parvez 

Alam. The participants presented well-researched essays highlighting Atal Ji’s 

nationalist outlook, democratic ideals, and contribution to Indian politics. At the 

secondary level, Vandana Shukla (Tulsi Smarak Inter College) secured the First 

Position, followed by Ashish Tiwari (Bhartiya Inter College) in Second Position 

and Shikha Mishra (Tulsi Smarak Inter College) in Third Position.

Baijnath Pal as judges. Students delivered impactful speeches on Atal Ji’s 



leadership qualities, his tenure as Prime Minister, and his vision for a strong and 

united India. Bhoomi Dwivedi won the First Prize, Anshika Yadav secured the 

Second Position, and Talat Mariam stood Third, all representing S.L.B.S. Degree 

College, Gonda. 

The Solo Poetry Recitation Competition was coordinated by Dr. Priyanka 

Srivastava and Dr. Ila Tiwari, and the judging panel included Prof. Mansharam 

Verma and Prof. Jaishankar Tiwari. The participants recited poems reflecting 

patriotism, national unity, leadership, and Atal Ji’s poetic spirit. Ankit Pandey 

(AIMS Inter College) secured the First Position, followed by Jigyasa Tiwari 

(S.L.B.S. Degree College) in Second Position and Niharika Tiwari (Nari Gyansthali 

Mahavidyalaya) in Third Position. 

The programme witnessed active participation from a large number of students, 

and the overall response was highly positive. The presence of the Principal, Prof. 

B. P. Singh, along with Dr. Mamta Shukla (Cultural Programme Coordinator), Dr. 

Yogendra Nath Srivastava, Mr. Sumit Kumar Tiwari, Mr. Shivpoojan Kashyap, 

and Mr. Sharavan Ji, added dignity to the event and encouraged the participants.
